Welcome to AP Art History. The study of art history invites students to discover the diversity in, and connections among, forms of artistic expression throughout history and from around the globe. Students learn about how people have responded to, and communicated their experiences through, art making by exploring art in its historic and cultural contexts. The AP Art History course welcomes students into the global art world as active participants, engaging with its forms and content as they research, discuss, read, and write about art, artists, art making, and responses to, and interpretations of, art. The distribution of work by medium and culture has not always been evenly represented, but with the 2015-2016 school year, the AP curriculum has been revised to include cultures (such as Indigenous American, African, or Oceanic) that have not been examined in depth before.

The Flipped Classroom

Assigned homework for most classes will be to view an online Prezi presentation with a lecture voiceover included. This includes embedded videos. The links will be posted on Google Classroom. This will allow us to use our class time to work more effectively through activities and projects or continue our understanding of the required curriculum before the AP Exam in early May. 
1:1 Classroom/BYOD 
The Social Studies department and many of the courses it offers are taught in a 1:1 classroom environment. Most content materials are provided electronically and are accessible through the Google Classroom. Students are required to bring their own device to class each day. The District will provide devices for students who are unable to provide their own (see your Guidance Counselor to obtain a device for the school year). Devices must meet the District’s minimum requirements for the BYOD program. You will need access to your student Google account for most classes. 

Grading Information
With the 2018-2019 school year, Montgomery High School will be using a semester system. Below is a breakdown of the categories that will be used in the grade book as well as information regarding the total points for each semester:

1. Test/Quizzes/Writing

2. Homework/Classwork

3. Projects/Scored Discussions

If you are absent on the day of an assessment, you will be expected to plan to take the assessment at the next after school help session. An alternate assessment may be given to students who miss class on the day of a test. Tests must be made up BEFORE THE FOLLOWING ASSESSMENT IS GIVEN OR IT WILL RESULT IN A ZERO. Re-Takes are NOT permitted or offered. 
Assessment Remediation - Students can earn a 50% on any assessment worth 10% or more of the semester grade through remediation. Remediation much be scheduled within 48 hours of the grade being posted and must be completed before the following unit assessment is administered.
Work missed due to absence must be handed in, at the beginning of the next class, within the same number of missed classes (i.e. if you are absent two blocks, all missed work must be submitted at the beginning of the second block upon return).  

All digital submissions are due on the assigned date/time (whether the student is present in class or not) unless there are extenuating circumstances as determined by the teacher.

- Homework checks will not be announced, nor will they be posted ahead of time on the whiteboard, GENESIS or Google Classroom. However, homework checks should be expected every class.
- Late homework will NOT be accepted unless discussed with the teacher.
- Projects lose 10% of their grade per day it is late.
