Chapter 1 – 








Key quote: “That was the summer Dill came to us.”

Important events:

1. Describe one or more of the following characters: Scout, Jem, Atticus, Dill, Calpurnia, Boo Radley.

2. Describe the setting of the novel—where, when, what it is like

3. Atticus tells Scout “there are other ways of making people into ghosts.”  Explain.

4. Why don’t the Radleys “fit in”?  How might the town have caused this?

Chapter 2 – 







  

Key quote: “We’ll do like we always do at home, but you’ll see—school’s different.”  

Important events:

5. Why does Scout get in trouble at school?  What does this show about her family?

6. What are the Cunninghams like?  Compare them to the Finches.

Chapter 3 – 








Key quote: “You never really know a person until you consider things from his point of view…”

Important events:

7. Explain the creature that scares the teacher.

8. Explain what Calpurnia tells Scout when Walter is visiting.  What does this show about the family?

9. Which of Scout’s character traits might make her life more difficult?

10. “In Maycomb County, hunting out of season was a misdemeanor at law, a capital felony in the eyes of the populace.”  Explain both what this means and why the townspeople are willing to allow Mr. Ewell to break this law.  What does this tell you about them?

Chapter 4 – 








Key quote: “Grown folks don’t have hidin’ places.”

Chapter 4 Important events:

11. Explain the kids’ fascination with the Radley house; include games and gifts.

12. How are Jem, Dill, and Scout changing?  Discuss one at a time.

13. How does Atticus discipline his kids?  What does this show about his beliefs?

Chapter 5 – 








Key quote: “His name’s Arthur and he’s alive.”

Important events:

14. Explain Miss Maudie’s comment about how a Bible can be worse than a whiskey bottle.

15. When Scout wonders whether Boo is crazy, Miss Maudie says something about closed doors and secrets.  Look up and explain her response—what is she suggesting might have happened to Boo?

16. Why does Dill want Boo to come out?  Why does Dill lie (make up stories) so much?

Chapter 6 – 








Key quote: “It was then, I suppose, that Jem and I first started to part company.”

Important events:

17. List several of the adults’ assumptions revealed by their conversation about the Radley’s “prowler.”

Chapter 7 – 








Key quote: “As Atticus had once advised me to do, I tried to climb into Jem’s skin and walk around in it.”

Important events:

18. Why does Jem cry at the end of the chapter?

Chapter 8 – 








Key quote: “…the coldest weather since 1885.”

Important events:

19. Explain the fire—what are the Finches worried about?  Why doesn’t Atticus help carry out the furniture?  How does Maudie react to the fire?

20. Explain what Jem wants Atticus to understand when he “seemed to have lost his mind.  He started pouring out our secrets right and left…”
